I consider myself fortunate to have had  
opportunities seldom afforded many people who 
look like me.  On a limited basis, I now avail myself 
to help those who have a burning desire to tell their  
stories.

What is a Ghostwriter? 

 
A ghostwriter is one who writes with and for 
another individual on an anonymous, fee-
basis.  Generally, the ghostwriter signs a non-
disclosure agreement so that the book’s  
author feels secure that ideas won’t be  
purloined.  It is important that a degree of 
trust is established in order to get the best out 
of both the ghostwriter and client. 
 
 

Most ghostwriters charge a flat fee for a specific 
book project, although there are those who charge 
on an hourly basis.  There are certainly other ways 
of costing a project, depending on the ghostwriter, 
project, and client.  We at Locust Hill Publishing 
prefer the flat-fee project basis.

Our Process 
 
We prefer that our clients begin with a clear idea of what they wish to 
accomplish.  It saves time, energy, and angst.  We highly recommend 
that our potential clients review our Pre-book Analysis, a free 
download, before we engage in dialogue.  This document readily lets 
you know if you need to think about your project a bit more before 
spending money on it. 
 
We also ask that you take a look at samples of our work to determine 
if the fit is right.  There are many choices, and we want our clients to 
be satisfied with our work. 
 

Fees 

Fees for ghostwriting for most agencies run between $15,000 to $40,000—depending upon the  
complexity and word count.  A complete line-editing job runs about half that.  You can secure the 
services of  writers who are New York Times best-selling authors and Pulitzer Prize winners; prices 
range from $50,000 and up.  If you only want an article to add to your list of publications, it can be 
between $500 and $1500, depending on its complexity, length, and the amount of research  
necessary. 

I remember what it was like to get started writing.  Modest circumstances would have precluded it, 
were it not for a network of professionals whose services I could afford.  I’ve not forgotten that.  
Therefore, our fees are modest, comparatively speaking. They range from $7,500 up, depending on 
the amount of research needed and the length of the book. 

Lower fees in no way diminish our total commitment to your project, nor its quality.  Our clients come 
through word-of-mouth advertising, so we aim to make you look good.  We look good when you look 
good.   

We begin the process by having a conversation to discern the scope of your project.  If we both  
believe we can be of assistance, our commitment begins with a contract and receipt of a retainer 
fee.  The retainer is generally ¼ of the anticipated overall fee for a clearly defined project.  

If a complete manuscript has not been prepared, we begin by assessing the project, including  
defining a premise, message, and target audience. I produce the manuscript based on a raw  
manuscript, rough draft, notes, concepts, audiotapes, telephone conversations, face-to-face  
interviews, printed information, or other materials provided by you. If your manuscript is already  
prepared, we can evaluate it and determine a flat fee.    The fee is determined by the amount of work 
we estimate as necessary to complete the project.  

Once we’ve begun, we expect payment for whichever increment we’ve agreed to (1/4, 1/2, etc.) and 
write a number of pages commensurate with that increment. We send you what is written and you 
review it. If you are satisfied, you send us the next increment and, in this way, we continue through 
the entire book.
